Winter is finally here! Winter is 
traditionally a slower time of the year for 
the Brigade and a chance to catch our 
breath and focus on training prior to the 
lead up to the fire season. With winter 
however, we begin to see an increase in 
both traffic accidents and house fires 
through slippery roads, darkness coming 
earlier, washing having to be dried in 
clothes dryers and heating appliances 
being used more regularly. So now is 
probably a good time to remind people 
about some of the basics.

I will start with the basics of vehicle 
maintenance, the good old lights, tyres 
and brakes need to be in good condition 
and legal. I am amazed at the amount 
of cars on the road these days that 
have brake and headlights not working! 
Slippery roads are next. As you would all 
be aware, a wet road is very different to 
a dry one. Because of this it is important 
to apply some additional safe driving 
habits. These habits include dropping 
the speed you are travelling by 5 to 10 
km/h when it is wet or raining, this is 
particularly important when cornering. 
However if the rain is heavy then you may 
need to slow down even more. Make sure 
that you always have enough distance 
between you and the vehicle in front to 
be able to come to a complete stop. A 
good rule of thumb is to adopt the 3 
second rule in the wet. 

This is where you choose a fixed point 
such as a lamp post, cat’s eye, street 
sign etc. When the car in front reaches 
this fixed point, you start to count for 
3 seconds and at 3 seconds you should 
reach the same fixed point. This will give 
you plenty of braking distance in the 
event of an emergency. Finally, a good 
practice is to have your headlights on all 
the time, particularly when it is raining. 

Around the home, make sure that you 
always empty the lint filter of your clothes 

dryer before every load. If you have a gas 
heater that has a filter on the back, check 
the filter to make sure that it is clean. 
If you have a wood heater then get the 
chimney swept. Make sure that clothes 
and furniture are not too close to heaters.

Just a quick note regarding gas heaters. 
If the gas heater is not fixed and flued 
to the outside of the house then just 
remember that the heater is not only 
giving off heat, it is also giving off gases 
as a result of the combustion process 
which are deadly in high concentrations. 
So make sure that you have a window, 
in the room where the heater is located, 
open slightly to allow for the exchange 
of poisonous gasses out and clean air in. 
Please be extra vigilant if you put the gas 
heater into a small room with children. 
Every year there are cases of people being 
asphyxiated as a result of gas heaters 
in rooms where there has not been any 
exchange of air. 

If you have a gas bayonet in your house, 
generally directly above the bayonet on 
the ceiling will be a vent of some kind. 
This is to allow the poisonous gasses to 
escape from the room into the ceiling 
cavity and then out of the house. If you 
have this in place you do not need to 
open a window slightly, but you do want 
to make sure that insulation or dirt is 
not blocking it. If you do not have this in 
place, revert to the slightly open window 
in the room where the heater is located.

Drinking, 
and getting drunk, is not a new thing 
and it will no doubt continue, but what 
is new is the pack mentality of teenagers 
who seem to think that group bashing 
is good fun. As a society at what point 
do we say that  IT IS NOT ACCEPTABLE

This lot appeared to range in age from 
13 to 17, a difficult age for boys, but 
that has always been the case. The 
difference now seems to be that they

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One of our group’s primary goals 
is removing threats to biodiversity 
at Paganoni Swamp Reserve.  Weed 
control is one effective way to achieve 
this.  Another is removal of feral 
honeybees which often make their 
home in tree hollows to the detriment 
of many of our bird species which 
nest in tree hollows such as Carnaby’s 
black cockatoo.  

The bees also have the capacity to out-
compete our native insect pollinators 
for limited food resources.  This is 
of greater significance in times of 
drought such as we have experienced 
over the past couple of years.  As well 

as out-competing native bees, there 
is evidence the bees deter birds from 
visiting flowers, which disrupts the 
natural pollination process and has a 
deleterious impact on bird species.  

Our group arranged for Joe Tonga from 
Natsync Environmental to destroy four 
hives and whilst he was at the Reserve 
Joe found a further three hives which 
were also destroyed.  The trees will be 
monitored to check on re-invasion by 
bees and for the return of native wildlife.

Get into the Spirit of Christmas
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Parents are often desperate in their efforts to cope 
with their teenager who may seem to have turned into a 
completely different person. There are six key ingredients 
for teenagers becoming mature young adults who are 
valued and healthy family members. In this column I’ll 
expand on the first three of these six key ingredients:

Taking Part In Family Decision Making
Teenagers need to learn how to make good decisions, and 
by involving them in family decision making they can learn 
the skills need to make good decisions. Family decisions can 
include a range of issues from what meal to cook, to more 
serious issues such as deciding to move house. For more 
important issues arranging a family meeting may be useful. 
When involving your teenager in a family meeting the following 
steps can make things easier:

• 	Explain the issue that is to be discussed
• 	Ask everyone for ideas, especially your teenager.
• 	Listen for any positive comments and acknowledge them. 		
	 Your teenager may not say much at first so really look for 		
	 anything you can be positive about.
• 	Avoid censoring or criticising suggestions that seem simple, 	
	 complicated or silly, as this may discourage your teenager 		
	 from offering ideas.
• 	Ignore any minor negative behaviour if you can and continue 	
	 your discussion as if it had not happened.

Being Respectful And Considerate
If teenagers learn to be considerate with members of their 
family, they are more likely to develop good relationships with 
other people. To encourage your teenager to be respectful and 

considerate parents the following hints can help:

• 	Be respectful with your teenager.
• 	Praise your teenager when they are polite.
• 	Remind your teenager to be polite in a calm but firm voice, 	
	 perhaps giving an example of preferred behaviour.
• 	Help your teenager to follow reasonable requests
• 	Agree on a few family rules, and involve your teenager in 
	 setting the family rules. For the next few days look to see if 		
	 the rule is being followed. When you see it being followed let
	 your teenager know how much you appreciate it. If they 
	 are not following the rule, stop your teenager and get their 		
	 attention. Ask them to tell you what the rule is and what 		
	 they should be doing instead. Then ask them to follow the 		
	 rule. Once they are following the rule, tell them you 		
	 appreciate their effort.

Being Involved In Family Activities
Taking part in family activities provides opportunities for 
sharing and talking together. Teenagers can also learn some 
useful skills for when they leave home and have to manage on 
their own. 

Set aside time to do things that your teenager enjoys and plan 
the activity together. Planning in advance will help to ensure 
that you have everything you need, and help to avoid the 
activity occurring at the same time as something your teenager 
enjoys such as a favourite tv show or social event.

Next time I’ll continue with hand hints for the last 3 key 
ingredients in the formula for raising responsible teenagers.

Classes will have the opportunity to 
be the “chook monitors’’ for an entire 
school week.

Celebrating Rockingham Awards

On Wednesday 11 May, Minister for 
Local Government, the Hon. John 
Castrilli MLA,  launched the City of 
Rockingham’s new 10-year Strategic 
Community Plan.

The City is the first West Australian 
Local Government to introduce a fully 
operationally integrated plan guided by 
the Minister’s Integrated Planning and 
Reporting Framework that was launched 
in October last year.

To create the basis for the new plan, 
more than 4000 households were 
invited to participate in a series of 
five community workshops in August 
and September 2010. The workshops 
identified five Key Focus Areas for local 
residents including Environment and 
Land Use, Infrastructure and Services, 
Community and Civic Leadership.

Each focus area covers four related 
Aspirations which are underpinned 

by a number of associated activities. 
Some of the main activities under the 
new plan include a renewed focus on 
the safety of the community, including 
additional resources; building the 
Baldivis Library and Community 
Centre; the implementation of the 
City Centre Development Plan; actions 
to enhance the lifestyle of our youth, 
seniors and those with special needs; the 
development of the Rockingham Youth 
venue; Mundijong Road extension and 
the Baldivis District Sporting Complex in.

Nine months of work and research 
went into the creation of the Strategic 
Community Plan, before it was endorsed 
by Council at its Ordinary Meeting in 
March.
