Next month we hold the Annual 
Meeting of the SRA – this meeting 
looms as the most important 
meeting the SRA has ever held, the 
time has come for the community 
to decide the fate of its collective 
voice of nearly 40 years. 

Despite fairs and BBQs, despite 1000 
Newsletters each month and an excellent 
website, and despite the best efforts of 
the committee, membership is down; 
attendance numbers at meetings 
are consistently poor, community 
engagement in local projects and issues 
is at an all time low and participation 
rates in web and Newsletter forums 
is disappointing. And it is greatly 
disappointing for all those SRA “helpers” 
who put in so much time and effort 
for their community. The Committee 
needs new and younger blood and the 
organisation needs more members - 
without both the SRA will fade away and 
that will be a sad day. 

The SRA, and its predecessor the 
Singleton Progress Association, have 

played a large part in making Singleton 
what it is today, a place that many envy 
for its sense of community, its lifestyle, 
and its’ place in the sun and, whilst our 
larger needs for playing fields, schools, 
parks, halls, paths and the like have 
nearly all been satisfied, there is still 
a place for a group voice such as the 
SRA. We now have a fight to address 
our safety concerns in the right political 
way, we still face potential adverse 
development issues that could forever 
change Singleton and the way we love 
to see it, we need to be part of the voice 
that ensures the Paganoni Road train 
station will be built as quickly as possible 
– we need our community to be what we 
want it to be and that needs your help.      

Without better community support this 
is likely be the next to last Newsletter, the 
webpage will go AND this year will be the 
LAST Xmas Fair – all a great loss. Even if 
we wanted to do nothing else but hold a 
Fair each year that that will cost around 
$4-5000 – money that needs to come 
from the community. All we would need 
is $5 (two ice creams worth) from each 
household or a $50 donation from only 
100 who see good value in a child’s smile 
at a simple thing like a fun fair and Father 
Xmas. 

A small proposed change I must tell you 
about – membership fees for the SRA are 
required to be set at the Annual Meeting 
and by giving at least 30 days notice of 
any intended change. It is the current 
committee position that the changed 
circumstances in the cost of printing the 
Newsletter, the cost of hosting the web 
page and the like requires an increase in 

the fee – accordingly it is proposed that 
the fee will increase to $10 per family 
per year, payable in October each year. 
In small part this increase will also help 
fund the Xmas Fair. Those households 
who would find to hard to pay the 
fee increase will not be turned away. 
Of course, in the event that the SRA 
does not continue, all new fees will be 
reimbursed. 

It is now up to the Community to decide 
the worth of this Organisation.

One last thing – we have 6 SRA car 
number plates left at a cost of $155 a set 
for those who want to identify themselves 
with their community. Also, we have 
reserved the very first plate SIN00 to be 
actioned at the Xmas Fair to the highest 
bidder. 

President’s Pen
Over the past few months I have written 
about certain antisocial behaviour which 
seemed to be on the rise in Singleton, 
and in our last issue we included a flyer 
about the most recent incident that 
spurred us on to arrange for a guest 
Panel of Police, Council crime prevention 
officers and local politicians to attend 
the September meeting of the SRA so 
that local residents could voice their 
concerns and seek some answers to the 
problem.   

A good size crowd turned out to hear 
what the Panel had to say and many 
questions were posed from the floor, 
all of a similar theme of “how can 
we better protect Singleton”, and all 
were answered honestly and openly 
by the Panel members. All of the

government services available to tackle 
the problem were well explained and 
it was very apparent that all Panellists 
were enthusiastic for their work and very 
mindful of the concerns raised.

Unfortunately, despite their best 
intentions, the collective response of the 
Panel can perhaps be best summarised 
as an acknowledgment that, for a certain 
small minority, old fashioned values of 
consideration and respect for others and 
their property play little or no part in their 
lives, with the community being left to 
deal with that antisocial element as best it 
can - that is not the way it should be. Any 
of you over the age of 50 will remember 
how the police and courts used to deal 
with antisocial behaviour of the type now 
seen as a daily occurrence, and we are all 
entitled to ask our politicians why has bad 
and violent behaviour been allowed to 
become such a “minor” crime that it no 
longer warrants either adequate policing or 
appropriate court response. Communities 
deserve more real police and less pretend 
police! 

It is simply wrong for the authorities 
and courts to portray or treat antisocial 
behaviour as the expected and inevitable 
outcome of poor parenting, busy working 
lives, fractured family life or “the modern 
world” or whatever – this is simply spin. 
Antisocial behaviour can be controlled 
and contained, but not by a parental 
or schooling system that sees discipline, 
respect and consideration for others as 
unnecessary or minor lessons, not by 

attitudes that hold individual “rights” 
paramount, not by current attitudes 
and methods of dealing with offenders 
particularly the young, and certainly not 
by a political attitude that sees societal 
correction of bad or disrespectful 
behaviour by the young as a vote loser. 
Much might have been bad about 
“the good old days”, but communities 
were not then plagued by the type of 
antisocial offences we see daily today; 
respect for others was normal behaviour 
and accountability for ones actions was 
accepted by all, even the young, – what 
have we allowed to happen ? The only way 
back to sanity is by the ballot box, So, if 
you are one of those who asked for the 
recent meeting on community safety, or 
one who believes that things have been 
allowed to go too far, or simply have a 
view for our community that excludes 
the type of behaviour this article cites, 
then you need to seek a return to older 
ways. And, to do that, you will need to 
make sure that your next vote goes to the 
candidate who wants the same change. 
If we do not try then we cannot expect 
change.

The City of Rockingham is currently 
carrying out a survey to gauge community 
attitude to its Community Security Service, 
the outcome of which will no doubt decide 
for Council whether or not it is worthwhile 
or politic to continue the Service. Perhaps 
even to add more patrols, or to add 
technology such as CCTV. Council will 
also ask if you are prepared to pay more 

per year to fund the Service. If you find this 
Service worthwhile then you should make 
your view known so it might continue. 
Similarly, if you do not see value or merit 
in the Service then you must say so, or you 
may pay more in your rates for something 
you did not vote for. The survey form is 
available online at the City website (www.
rockingham.wa.gov.au/City-and-community/
Safety-and-security/Community-security-
service.aspx) and at places like the library. I 
understand that Council does not intend 
to do a mail-out to all its ratepayers.

Three years ago, before the introduction of 
the Council Patrol, Singleton experienced 
a similar spike in graffiti attacks, vandalism 
and hoonish behaviour. As a community 
response (and with funds raised earlier 
from the local community) the SRA paid a 
private security company to patrol specific 
areas of Singleton at specific times of the 
night, and the trouble diminished very 
quickly. That targeted approach worked 
well – now we all pay Council around 
$40 year for a lesser rapid-look patrol, 
which the increase in antisocial behaviour 
shows, does not work as well as long-look 
targeting of known/likely trouble spots. 
Perhaps we could ask Council for all the 
“security” money they collect from us and 
spend it ourselves in a more effective and 
targeted way?

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The meeting was provided as a 
forum to hear concerns raised by 
some in the local community for 
the increasing levels of antisocial 
behaviour recently experienced in 
Singleton.

(Mr. Phillip Edman MLC - Member for South 
Metropolitan District was unable to attend due 
to other commitments on the night).

The panel took many questions from the 
floor, all of a theme to do with, “how 
we can better protect Singleton”, and 
all were answered honestly and openly. 
From their answers it was obvious that 
both Inspector Albrech and Sergeant 
Bailey have considerable experience 
dealing with such community issues and 
their offers of further advice and support 
will be taken up by the SRA committee. 
Similarly, the growing experience and 
enthusiasm of the City of Rockingham 
Community Safety representatives 
showed in their responses and their 
offers to share internal reports of anti-

social behaviour in our area will also 
be taken up. Both Mr. Templeman and 
Mr. Papalia offered to assist in whatever 
way they can to restore  a proper sense 
of safety and security in our community. 
Mr.Templeman advised that changes to 
the state electoral Act means that both 
Singleton and Golden Bay are likely to 
fall into the Mandurah ward currently 
represented by him and hence his 
appearing as a guest panelist.

Summary of recurring issues raised 
at the meeting.
The cost and benefit of the Community 
Security Service (CSS) currently provided 
by City of Rockingham was questioned 
several times. 

Police resources in Mandurah and 
the Peel region are stretched. Police 
responses have to be prioritised 
according to the severity of the incident 
and the availability of resources. The 
allocation of resources is a political 
decision.

Communication between the police 
and the community is breaking down 
in both directions.  The community 
are not reporting every incident that 
occurs - the police need these reports 
to make a case for increased resources. 
The preferred phone number for making 
reports appears not to be widely known. 
It is 13 14 44. The police are not 
always providing feedback on incidents 
reported. This may be explained by the 
shortage of manpower.

People generally feel afraid and unsafe. 
Clearly this is a state wide, and maybe 
nation wide problem. Could the Peel 
police resources cope with the kind 

of incidents that occurred recently in 
the UK cities? This is both a state and 
federal government problem. It was 
recognised that CCTV is a valuable aid in 
combating anti-social activity. 

Some recommendations for 
consideration by the community and the 
SRA committee.

1.	 Discuss the issues with each political 
representative and seek political support 
for increased police resources for 
Mandurah and the Peel region.

2.	 Draw political attention to the 
problem by writing to community 
newspapers.

3.	 Ask the City of Rockingham to 
provide signs (or stickers) in public 
places showing the phone number for 
reporting anti-social activities 13 14 44. 

4.	 Advise the police that feedback is a 
problem. Seek ways of providing the 
feedback electronically, without taking 
up police officers valuable time.

5.	 Call on federal and state governments 
to apply research resources to address 
the problem of anti social behaviour in a 
constructive manner.  The logic is simple. 
Where don’t they have this problem? 
What do they do differently?

6.	 Seek the City of Rockingham’s 
support, in consultation with the police, 
to have CCTV camera’s installed at key 
locations.

7.	 Contact the office of crime prevention 
to set up a mobile camera in order to 
evaluate the usefulness of CCTV.

Synopsis & Commentary of Community Safety Meeting
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Local Security 
The recent meeting in Singleton 
involving representatives from the City 
of Rockingham (City Safe);  City of 
Rockingham Security Patrols (Wilson 
Security) section; the Police and members 
of State Parliament, Paul Papalia and 
David Templeman, to discuss local 
security was very informative. Recently 
the shops at Singleton had been 
ram raided, broken into and severely 
graffittied.

The outcomes of the meeting revolved 
around the lack of police resources. At 
weekends it was indicated that only nine 
police units were available in an area 
from Waroona/Dawesville (in the South), 
Kwinana (in the north) to Jarrahdale (in 
the east) to cover any incidents including 
burglaries, assaults, antisocial behaviour 
and traffic incidents.

It became apparent that residents should 
continue to reports incidents, no matter 
how trivial, to the police number 13 14 
44 and make sure they ask for a follow 
up report. This way residents can be 
assured that their voice is being heard.

Recently the City of Rockingham security 
patrol responded to 179 incidents in July 

and travelled a total of 55,877 kilometres 
throughout the City attending police 
responses, suspicious activity, graffiti 
vandalism and holiday watch.

It is most important that residents 
contact the City of Rockingham Security 
on 1300 657 123 and the police on 
13 14 44 whenever there is any security 
problems in Singleton. The data 
collected is essential if we are to have 
more police presence here.

New Development
On the evening of Tuesday 27th 
September fencing around the new 
development fell over once again across 
the Singleton Beach Road footpath. 
(This is at least the third time). On the 
same day two signs appeared advising 
of the impending development with a 
contact number.

The condition of the fence was reported 
and the comment came back that 
(quote) “The Singleton kids are pushing it 
over and tagging (graffiti) the machinery”

As the fence is (apparently) held in place 
with concrete blocks the “Singleton 
Kids” are pretty strong “guys”

Park 
The new Golden Bay Skate Park will 
be formally opened on Saturday

Library Facilities 
A detailed facility feasibility study 
and concept plans for a library to be 
established in Secret Harbour is to begin 
in January 2012 at a cost of $30,000. 
Subject to the outcome that will look at 
the demand from the southern suburbs 
for such service it is hoped to include 
the funding for the library in the City 
business plan for 2016/17.

Members of Friends of Paganoni 
Swamp are pleased to be able to 
continue their eradication program of 
Geraldton carnation weed at Paganoni 
Swamp Reserve through a generous 
grant provided by Swan Alcoa Landcare 
Program.  

Geraldton carnation weed is a 
highly invasive and an increasingly 
problematic environmental weed of 
south west Australia. The weed once 
established is able to invade relatively 
undisturbed bushland and displace 
the native plant community. Friends 

of Paganoni Swamp has been working 
successfully to eradicate the weed 
within the reserve since 2005, and this 
grant enables the group to control the 
weed on the reserve’s periphery.

What you’ll need:
•	 Smooth, round or oval rocks, 	
	 washed and dried 
•	 Acrylic craft paint in colors of your 	
	 choice 
•	 Black acrylic craft paint 
•	 2 wiggle eyes for each ladybug 
•	 Black permanent marker 
•	 Acrylic matte sealer spray 
•	 White craft glue 
	 (recommended: Tacky Glue) 

How to make it: 
1.	 Completely wash and dry all rocks. 
2.	 Paint rocks in desired colors, allow to dry. Apply 		
	 second and third coats if needed. Lighter colors will 	
	 require more coats than darker shades. 
3.	 Paint head on using black acrylic craft paint. There 	
	 is no pattern needed, simply paint about ¼ of the 		
	 rock black in the “front.” 
4.	 Use a black permanent marker to draw a straight line 	
	 down the center of the rock, starting at the center of 	
	 the base of the “head.” 
5.	 Dip the end of a large paint brush, or the eraser of a 	
	 pencil, in black craft paint. Dot on the spots, 		
	 reloading with paint after every dot. 
6.	 Once the paint is dry, spray the rock(s) with acrylic 	
	 sealer spray. Allow sealer to dry completely. 
7.	 Using white craft glue, attach wiggle eyes and let dry.
