Petition 
Against the
Golden Bay 

Development

Any Singleton resident who has 
underground free-to-air television 
network is going to be affected by the 
following;

Broadcast Engineering Services, 
who installed and maintain our 
underground TV service, ceased their 
network operations on 22 November 
2011 and can no longer perform 
maintenance on the network. 

In a email/letter to Bruce Chin dated 
25 January 2012 they ask him to notify 
residents of the stoppage of services. 
BES closes their doors on 31 January 
2012 - they state they have been unable 
to secure any interest from other 
telecommunications companies in 
taking over maintenance of the network 
as there is no revenue from the television 
network only. They have sold the 
internet service provider to E-wire but 

they stress that E-wire has nothing to do 
with the television network service.

All of this translates to the affected 
residents either now or some time in the 
future being left without a TV service. 
We already have residents who have had 
damage by lightning who aren't going to 
be able to have their service repaired.  

As an affected resident, I feel that the 
only way forward is to be united in our 
action. I am sourcing the facts and have 
been in contact with Bruce Chin and the 
developers of Singleton Beach Heights 
and I will be contacting BES on Mon as 
well as Gary Gray's office for help. BES 
has given the residents an unreasonable 
amount of notice.

If all else fails it may be possible if we 
all join together to employ a provider 
to supply ongoing maintenance for an 
annual fee. Or at the very least for us 

to join together to purchase roof top 
aerials giving us greater buying power. 

I would appreciate if anyone who is  
affected by this situation, especially 
those who have already lost their service 
to contact me via magtysoe@bigpond.
com with any information that they have 
gained and to let me know if you are 
interested in presenting a united front.

I wil keep you updated on events, the 
easiest way to be in close contact is for 
those affected to become registered 
users on the SRA website.

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Do you know how to tell the difference between the pest 
European Wasp and a native Paper Wasp?

Summer is here and you will be seeing more wasps in your 
gardens. The pictures will help you distinguish between a 
normal Paper wasp and the more concerning European wasp 
but at a glance there are two main differences:

• 	 European wasp: BLACK antenna and legs pulled into body 	
	 during flight

• 	 Paper wasp: ORANGE/BROWN antenna and legs hang 	 	
	 down during flight

European wasps are an exotic pest established in the Eastern 
States but are not yet established here in Western Australia 
and we want to keep it that way. Many people ask why 
European wasps are pests and why we need to be vigilant in 
looking out for them.

European wasps attack bees and bee hives, robbing the hives 
of honey and sometimes completely destroying hives and also 
damage soft fruits, cause environmental damage through 
direct predation on native insects and compete with other 
species including birds.

They are also extremely aggressive, sting repeatedly with little 
or no provocation and if they do get established will seriously 
impact on our outdoor way of life by spoiling BBQs and 
alfresco dining.

Any sightings of black and yellow wasps settling on pet foods, 
fish or other meat products should be regarded as particularly 
suspicious and reported immediately to the Department 
Agriculture and Food WA on 1800 084 881.

Two Great Victories for the 
People… but it’s not over yet
Council Does Not Support the Golden Bay 
Structure Plan
The people of the Coastal Ward had two important victories 
with Council resolutions at its December meeting.  Firstly, the 
City Council resolved to not support the proposed Golden Bay 
Structure Plan.  The vote was carried unanimously.

The community’s opposition to the Structure Plan was made 
obvious to the Council through the efforts of the people.  There 
were 271 submissions on the Structure Plan of which 242 were 
in opposition.  This expression of view was supplemented at the 
Special Electors’ Meeting which was attended by 332 people.  
Well done community!

The Planner’s Report that was presented to the Council in its 
consideration of the Structure Plan showed that the community 
concerns expressed were valid.  The Planner’s Report analysed 
the proposal with regard to the WA Planning Commission 
(WAPC) operational policy on urban development, Liveable 
Neighbourhoods, and found that the concerns expressed by 
Secret Harbour, Golden Bay and Singleton residents had merit. 

In simple terms the Council Planners found that the Golden 
Bay Structure Plan proposal is not compatible with the 
existing development in Secret Harbour and Golden Bay.  It 
would also be not compatible with Singleton.

The Council’s decision along with the Planner’s Report, the 

public submissions and a report on the 
Special Electors’ Meeting will now be 
forwarded to the WAPC for its consideration.  
The decision has to be made within 60 days 
of the WAPC receiving the Council’s advice.  
This will occur early in February.

The Council decision, the Planner’s Report and the public 
submissions make a strong case against the Structure Plan being 
adopted.  We now have to wait and see what the response of 
the WAPC will be.

Council Resolves not to Change it’s Planning Scheme 
and Allow Unlimited Density
At its December meeting, following its decision to not support 
the Golden Bay Structure Plan, the Council resolved to not 
proceed with Scheme Amendment 106.  This amendment was 
to remove the Town Planning Scheme’s density restrictions on 
the area of the Golden Bay Structure Plan.  Council resolved this 
way because by removing those restriction it was implied that 
Council would go along with anything that the Department of 
Housing proposed for the area and that no development could 
be too dense.

The Council wanted to make it clear that it was not giving carte 
blanche to the Department of Housing and that there is such a 
thing as housing that is too dense.  The vote on this matter was 
6-4 and it was a hard-fought victory.  I am delighted that the 
Rockingham City Council has listened to the voice of the people!
